• �YMCA Immunization Record Form 
must be completed and signed by 
health care provider.

• �Outstanding balance is due the 
Friday before the week your child 
will be attending.

• �Payment must be made in the 
form of a scheduled automatic 
deduction via a bank draft or 
credit card.

• �We offer financial assistance 
for members and program 
participants. Aid is based on need 
and is kept strictly confidential.

• �All requests for cancellation must 
be made in writing no later than 
two weeks prior to the week 
cancelling payment due date.

• �Only 1/2 of the camp fee will be 
refundable if this registration is 
canceled less than two weeks prior 
to payment due date.

• �No refunds are given if 
cancellation is less than one week 
from attendance.

• �$15 non-refundable deposit per 
week registered.

• �Families on our waiting list will be 
contacted Thursday prior to camp.
